IN STRUCTION S: Check off the following steps after you have completed them. 
 
 

o Look through your Religious History Timeline and brainstorm different ÒitemsÓ 
that you could bring back from the past. You may want to create a rough draft list 
of these items. 

 
o In a Word document, type out this list (in order of date) and include explanations 

for each of these items. Give as much background as you can remember about 
why these items are important and what they can help us remember from our 
timeline. (HINT: Because we talked about more than we actually wrote on our 
timelines, you may want to ask your fellow classmates for extra information to 
include in your explanations) 

 
o Gather and/or create your historical items and place them in a box or bag with 

your name on it. Have fun with this! 
 

o PRINT your Word document (it should look similar to mine) and bring it to class 
along with your box/bag the day that the project is due.
